Coleman moved to re-appoint Scott Radden as Town Planner, thru WCL, Cogdil seconded.  Herbort opposed.
Councilman Cogdil opened up discussion for a 10-panel drug testing for all employees.  Attorney Rob Hand stated that currently we have three forms 1) new hires   2) probable cause suspicious tests (everyone included)   3) random (for sensitive jobs).  
Scott Clamp asked a few questions concerning the drug testing.    Councilman Herbort asked the Town Attorney to look into a voluntary consent form.
