

TOWN OF MILLS
May 4, 2011
A meeting of the Mills Town Council was called to order at 9:00a.m. in the Conference Room at the Mills Town Hall, 704th Street. Present were Mayor Lavering and Councilmen Coleman, Gargiulo, Herbort and Cogdill. 

Angela Zambai asked about her options regarding water and sewer service on her property at 4412 Dodge Street.  Public Works Director “Mac” McPherson answered her questions; a water and sewer hookup for each lot is required.
Smoke Free of Natrona County representatives Rachel Bailey and Mandy Widemore and volunteers Oleta Thomas and Jerry Jones spoke about the health hazards of second hand smoke.  Also, they talked about the success of the Beacon’s “smoke free Wednesday.
Howard Eatmon is interested in buying the property at 5th and Morgan (3 lots) from the town.  He would put a modular home and a mobile home on it.  It is zoned Established Business and would have to be changed to residential. An appraisal is needed. The town would like to erect a dry storage building on that property, demolish the old shop on the river front property and do some economic development there.

There will be a Head of Department meeting at 9:00 a.m. Wednesday, May 17 to determine salaries.  The first budget meeting will be at 9:00 a.m. Wednesday May 25.

Mayor Lavering asked if there were any questions about the WAM Resolutions.  There were none.  Mayor Lavering is nominated to be Mills’ voting delegate at the Sheridan WAM convention in June.  It will be voted on at the evening meeting.
CATC / The Bus has an opening for a Mills citizen on the Bus Committee Board.

Police Chief Jerry Endresen said Bryon Preciado has been made Corporal.

CEO / Building Inspector Justin Achenbach thanked the Police Chief for the support of Officer Preciado when he had to issue a citation. There are junk vehicles on the Zambia property plus an older dilapidated trailer.  Mr. Achenbach will look into that.  He cannot issue a building or moving permit without the approval of the Council.  The Council can announce a special meeting so there can be two meetings a month until a new ordinance is passed. The wait for a permit will then be two weeks instead of a month.

Fire Chief Andy Hentzen and CEO Justin Achenbach met with Shelly LeClere the CEO from Casper to ask how Casper dealt with abandoned and hazardous buildings.  The town needs to adopt the uniform code and have an ordinance to deal with the problem.  There are grant funds available for cleanup of hazardous properties.

Councilman Herbort asked about the progress of the new code books; in progress.  The business license spreadsheet is done.  Scott Radden will replace Mayana Roberg as Town Planner.  Steve Kurtz will help out for a few months.  Councilman Herbort wants an audit.  That will be voted on by the Council.  Councilman Cogdill said that audit should wait until it was determined if a grant will enact an audit.  Mayor Lavering called the Department of Audit, Public Funds Division to see if the state would do an audit at no cost.
Councilman Coleman said she had received two calls about liquid storage in the County next to Mills.  Scott Clamp had given some information to Mayor Lavering regarding Baker Hughes getting zoning for liquid storage.
Fire Chief Andy Hentzen said the department is having issues with the server and have no e-mail.  He has talked to CPU about what can be done.  He has the go ahead on the grant for a new ambulance.
The development on Robertson Road and the agreement with Casper to service water and sewer were discussed.  Who owns the infrastructure if and when the development is annexed into Mills is the main concern.
“Mac” McPherson said the bids for the Wyo Blvd/20/26 and the 20/26 Waterline Replacement project have been moved from July to October.  DEQ approval is in place for the Wyo Blvd 20/26 project and is expected soon for the 20/26 Waterline project.  Poison Spider project is a 2 year project.  13th Street bridge is to be completed this spring.  “Mac” wants Greg Kish’s salary to be raised to what Jason Nelson’s salary was when he quit. It is in his budget.  A benefit is offered to Mills employees to gain education in their field by attending classes for an hour or two per day.  If the employee passes the class and gains a degree he or she will be reimbursed for the tuition for the class.  This benefit needs to be outlined in the Policy and Procedures Manual.
Town Planner Scott Radden said the Town should start a list of 1 cent funds projects.  May 26 the Fresca, LLC project application will be presented for a grant.  The UV disinfection for the Water Treatment Plant is out of the high level candidates, but could come in for left over money.  Steve Kurtz said the Town needed a new Capital Improvement Plan since the projects on the previous plan are done.
Councilman Coleman asked if any action has been taken to make the Town Hall more secure.  It was suggested that Lt. Phil Crouch, Fire Chief Andy Hentzen and Mayor Lavering meet and discuss the problem.

Councilman Herbort asked if there was an inventory of all the Town vehicles and equipment.  There is.
