

Town of mills
May 18, 2011

A special meeting of the Mills Town Council was held at 7:00 p.m.at the Mills Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Lavering, Councilmen Coleman, Herbort and Cogdill.  Councilman Gargiulo was absent.

Mayor Lavering announced that because since this is a special meeting only the 4 items on the agenda can be discussed.

ORDINANCE 570  AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 2.04.010 OF THE TOWN OF MILLS MUNICIPAL CODE PERTAINING TO THE TIME AND PLACE OF COUNCIL MEETINGS was passed on first reading on a motion made by Councilman Herbort; seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Vote: all ayes.

Justin Achenbach the Building Inspector presented 5 building permits for approval.
1. 339 S Sixth Ave A new modular home to be set on a foundation. Councilman Cogdill asked if there were 2 off street parking places.  Yes.  The permit was approved on a motion made by Councilman Cogdill; seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: all ayes.

2. 5040 Poison Spider Road Pour concrete for a garage 24x32 feet.  Councilman Coleman asked the type of siding.  Unknown.  Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve pouring the concrete.  Councilman Herbort asked what the garage was to be used for.  Town Planner Scott Radden said the Building Inspector should have a check list for each type of permit, plus the drawings and other information. This info should be scanned and e-mailed to the Council.  They would have 5-7 days to review and answer. GIS is available. Staff may meet on a regular basis to review permits and receive the Fire Chief’s requirements.  A copy of the paperwork may be left on site.  Councilman Cogdill asked if the property owner knows that Poison Spider Road is to be widened with curbs and sidewalks.  Does he know where the right-of-way is, where his property line is?  Councilman Herbort said it is the property owner’s responsibility to know.  Steve Kurtz said there should be brass caps on block corners.  Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve the permit if Mr. Achenbach checks the property lines.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Vote: all ayes.
3. 515 Benton Scott Cotton wants to add a second floor addition over his garage to house a formal dining room and music room.  Councilman Cogdill said that changing the height of a building changes the setbacks.  How high is the addition?  Unknown. The size is 14x38.  How far from neighbors? Unknown. Mayor Lavering asked the Fire Chief how high a building could be according to the fire code.  35 feet. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to table this permit for 2 weeks; seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: all ayes.
4. 4872 Poison Spider Road A 52x26 foundation for a 2002 modular.  Permit is for the foundation only. The unit is in Missouri so has not been inspected.  Councilman Herbort made a motion to approve the permit,; seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: all ayes.
5. 478 Harding A cedar fence.  Councilman Cogdill said there are restrictions on the height of a fence on the front of a property. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the permit with the condition that the front fence be 4 feet high.  Councilman Herbort seconded the motion.  Vote: all ayes.
Judy Mair of Westside Mobile Home Park said she rents lots for mobile homes from fifth wheels to 16x80 and nothing older than a 1990.  The homes are set on the lot and Mr. Achenbach does all the inspections. Councilman Herbort said that the rules are different for Mobile Home Parks.  Councilman Cogdill read the zoning code that says no manufactured or mobile home shall be set in Mills without a building permit. A moving permit is different. Councilman Cogdill read the code again.  Ernie Mair said he has set trailers for 25 years and the rules in Casper, the County and surrounding towns are all the same.  The Mills forms for building and moving should be changed.  Mr. Radden said the check list should have a definition for each different permit.  Councilman Cogdill said the town had to hold straight to the codes.  Steve Kurtz said the code should have been amended before now.  Councilman Herbort said the town was in the process of revising its codes.
Mayor Lavering read the 17 renewal business licenses.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve all; seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: all ayes.

Councilman Coleman made a motion to pay the bills; seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Vote: 3 ayes.  Councilman Herbort opposed.
Councilman Cogdill made a motion to adjourn; seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:20.
