

Town of mills      
June 8, 2011
A meeting of the Mills Town Council was held at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Town Hall at 704 4th Street.  Present were Mayor Lavering, Councilmen Coleman, Herbort and Cogdill.  Councilman Gargiulo was absent.

Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve the May minutes, seconded by Councilman Cogdill. Councilman Herbort had a question concerning the D & C Social Club being a renewal. It had been a secondary business with Mills Auto Parts. Vote: all ayes.
Police Chief Jerry Endresen gave the police report.  There were 613 calls for May.  Officer Dan Slattery attended DRE class and attended the Governor’s Ball. Cpl Bryon Preciado, Officers Jason Riddle and Zack Miller attended the Street Crime seminars at the Mills Police Station.  Fifteen officers attended. Chief Endresen, Lt Phil Crouch, CPL Bryon Preciado, Officers Jason Riddle and Zack Miller shot Trap for CAPS (child advocacy programs).  They didn’t win.  Officer Derek Ransom took Nyx to Jackson to be recertified. Officers Jason Riddle and Zack Miller attended Drug Class.  Detective Bryan McLimore attended, on a scholarship, a child sex abuse school in Austin TX. Lt. Phil Crouch and CPL Bryon Preciado did CARTE at Alcova one night and CPL Preciado and Officer Jason Riddle did it the second night.
Mayor Lavering read the judge’s report.  $8,923.56 were collected in May.

Fire Chief Andy Hentzen gave the fire department report.  There were 73 calls for May.  There were 3 fires; one a structure.  They held 3 tours of the station for kids.  The department did EMS standby for the Roller Derby.  They helped with sand bagging operations at the water treatment plant and Vanhorn apartments. $31,399.84 in ambulance fees were collected.  Councilman Cogdill asked if he had heard from the governor’s office on his appointment as Emergency Management Coordinator, and if he was now bonded.  Chief Hentzen said he had sent in the background check information and had the paperwork to fill out of the bond.
Scott Radden gave the planner’s report.  He had approximately 15 calls a week in May. The Planning and Zoning Board tabled a special use permit for a multi unit dwelling at 427 Pendell.  He attended the MPO pavement management study meeting and the MPO GIS assessment for Mills.  He will have 3 site plans to review next month.  Gary Soller at 578 Harding explained about his fence and the setbacks.  It was approved with conditions at the last meeting.  With pictures and Scott Raddens help the conditions were removed and his application was approved.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to remove the former conditions, seconded by Councilman. Vote: all ayes.
Rick and Diane Legerski of USA Trucking explained about Baker Hughes’ liquid storage facility on property owned by them in the county but adjacent to Mills. The structure will be temporary and Baker Hughes mixes the chemicals and hauls it to drilling sites.  Councilman Cogdill asked about containment.  There is a pit liner and berms.  Gene Wallace from the
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County gave the Mayor and Council a staff report.   Councilman Coleman asked about odor.
The site has an air quality permit from the DEQ; there should be no odor off the property.
Scott Clamp stated he had attended a County Commissioners meeting when the site was before the county and had told Mayor Lavering. The site was voted on and passed before Mills did anything.
CEO/Building Inspector Justin Achenbach had permit application for 890 Pendell.  Jerry Allen, owner, spoke about needing to rebuild part of his house.  The home was built in three sections and the front section had to be torn down.  He wants to replace it with a 33’ x 34’ structure. Neither Mr. Achenbach nor the town planner had any concerns.  The permit was approved on a motion by Councilman Herbort, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: all ayes.
A permit requested for 1325 Granite Court.  Darla Ives spoke about building a 30’ x 60’ garage on her property and about 200 feet of 4’ fence behind the building.  Councilman Cogdill questioned the size of the garage.  There is an ordinance stating that an accessory building can occupy 15% of the lot area or 1200 sq ft whichever is less. Attorney Rob Hand, Steve Kurtz and planner Scott Radden were looking into the Ordinance 557.

Councilman Herbort made a motion to allow a mobile home to be moved into Coleman Lane Park, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: all ayes.
Jeff Miller requested a permit to move a 4’ chain link fence to 5’ from the curb on his property at 56 S 3rd Ave.  Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve the permit, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: all ayes. 

Building Inspector Achenbach said Loaf and Jug wants a permit to put up a sign; a regular Loaf and Jug sign.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the permit, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: all ayes.

Mr. Achenbach attended a free class in Sheridan dealing with asbestos.

ORDINANCE 570 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 2.04.010 OF THE TOWN

                                  OF MILLS MUNICIPAL CODE PERTAINING TO TIME AND 

                                  PLACE OF COUNCIL MEETINGS was passed on second reading on a motion made by Councilman Herbort, seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Vote: all ayes.
The next budget meeting will be held at 9:00 a.m. June 22, 2011. A special meeting will be held at 7:00 p.m.

It was decided that Ms. Ives can apply for a variance to put the 1800 sq ft building on her land. She needs to have approval of neighbors within 300 feet.  A public Hearing must be advertised at least 15 days prior to the Planning and Zoning meeting on June 30.  Scott Radden will expedite the procedure and help Ms. Ives as much and possible and still adhere to the ordinances.  Ms. Ives said that she was not aware of all the rules and regulations and it was unfair to people who apply for permits.  She has more than enough room for a building the size she wants.  Scott Clamp said he thought the ordinance was passed to stop people
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from putting too large of a building on too small of a lot.  He also thought that the ordinance from 1951 should be revised and the Mayor and he had violated the ordinance over the years along with a lot of other people. 
RESOLUTION 2011-7 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING SETTLEMENT OF CLAIMS (Rocky Mountain Power)   was passed on a motion by Councilman Cogdill, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: all ayes.
The Council was asked to approve Rosalie Coleman as Council President.  Attorney Rob Hand said it should be “Temporary” Council President. The question was raised if Ms. Coleman could vote on this issue.  Mr. Hand said he could see no reason why she couldn’t. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve Rosalie Cole as Temporary Council President, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote 3 ayes.  Councilman Herbort abstained.
The Council was asked to approve Scott Radden as Mills’ representative to the MPO to serve on the Policy Committee, also to act as proxy for Mayor Lavering. Councilman Herbort made the motion, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: all ayes.

Business licenses:  Excel Roofing branch manager, Dan Allen, requested approval of their license application. The business will be located at 4704 West Yellowstone.  No one appeared for Turner Bit Service.  Mayor Lavering read a list of 16 renewal licenses.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the new Excel and 16 renewal licenses, seconded by Councilman Herbort. Vote: all ayes except Councilman Coleman abstained on voting for Coleman Construction.
Councilman Cogdill made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: 3 ayes Councilman Herbort abstained.

Unfinished Business

The meeting was recessed to go into Executive Session regarding a personnel matter on a motion by Councilman Herbort, seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Vote: all ayes
The regular meeting was reconvened.  There was no action taken in the Executive Session.

 Open Discussion

Madelaine Odez, co-owner of the Hideaway Bar asked permission to hold an annual street dance to benefit breast cancer.  Last year they raised $8,000.00.  Mayor Lavering asked Police Chief Endresen if he had any objections. He said the problem would be if “colors” were allowed. Ms. Odez said the Feathers Club would wear colors.  Attorney Hand said that as long as they used public domain the town was allowed to request restrictions.  Inside the bar is a different matter.  Councilman Cogdill asked what “colors” are and about freedom of speech rights. Is it legal to tell people not to wear colors.  The police have not had any trouble in the Hideaway Bar but they have had many complaints about motorcycles roaring off from the bar. Ms. Odez says they do not condone loud motorcycles and they do try to control the noise. Hideaway Treasurer, Ally Bumgart said not wearing colors would seriously hinder the fundraising.  Chief Endresen asked about security.  They will have bouncers.  It was decided that it would be tried this year but if there are any problems at the dance the police will shut it down and there will be no dance next year.  Councilman Herbort asked about the times of the party.  It will start at noon and outside event will end at 
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10:00. Councilman Herbort made a motion to allow the party with the stipulations that if there are problems the police will shut down the event and there will be no street dance next year.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: 3 ayes.  Councilman Cogdill voted nay.  Councilman Cogdill asked if there was an application for the event.  There is a $100.00 fee for a street closure permit.
Darla Ives asked if she could go ahead and build the fence.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to allow the fence now, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: all ayes.

Scott Clamp said he was offended by being asked to sit down during the meeting. (earlier in the meeting he was talking about an issue not under discussion and Mayor Lavering asked him to sit down.)  He said he cares about the town and has been coming to meetings for years, longer than the mayor or council.  He has seen a lot of “stuff” slip by and the council doesn’t always follow through. Also they dig too much into the past. He says to go positive.
Judy Mair asked about mobile home moving permits.  Building Inspector Justin Achenbach can temporarily issue moving permits to mobile home parks or individual lots.  Ms. Mair said that a street sign in her court is missing.  The town picked it up after an accident and has not returned it.  Councilman Herbort said the signs in her neighborhood cannot be read.

Fire Chief Andy Hentzen asked for an Executive Meeting to discuss a personnel matter.

The meeting was recessed to go into an Executive Session on a motion made by Councilman Herbort, seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Vote all ayes.

The meeting was reconvened. Councilman Coleman made a motion to allow Mr. Beal to drive with the condition that written proof that Mr. Beall is insured is provided. Councilman Herbort seconded the motion.  Vote: all ayes.
Councilman Herbort made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Cogdill.

Meeting was adjourned at 9:30.
