A special meeting of the Mills Town Council was held at 7:00 p.m.at the Mills Town Hall.  Present were Mayor Lavering, Councilmen Coleman, Gargiulo, Herbort and Cogdill.  
The need for a resolution to set a fee for street parking of an RV vehicle was discussed. Councilman Coleman said she did not see the need for such a fee as the vehicles concerned would have license plates and the owners pay taxes for the streets they are parked on.  Mayor Lavering said Ordinance 465 passed in December of 1999 states a resolution setting the fees shall be passed.  Councilman Herbort made a motion to have a resolution written setting a $25.00 yearly fee for a parking permit. The motion was seconded by Councilman Gargiulo. Vote: 3 ayes. Councilman Coleman opposed and Councilman Cogdill abstained.

Building permits:

1. 515 Benton, Scott Cotton, building an addition to his home.  Mr. Cotton was not at the meeting but he had presented the Town Planner with new drawings that cleared up the confusion.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to remove the permit from the table, seconded by Councilman Herbort. Vote: all ayes.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve a building permit for 515 Benton. Seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: all ayes
2. 755 Connie, Casper Alcova Irrigation, a new roof.  Councilman Gargiulo made a motion to approve the permit, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: all ayes

3. 407 Riverview, Gerald Walthers, a detached garage. There was concern about setbacks and the placement of the primary structure. Councilman Herbort  made a motion to table the application until July 6, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: all ayes.

4. 4113 West Yellowstone, Casper Truck Center, gas piping to ceiling mounted heaters.  Councilman Gargiulo asked if a permit was needed. Councilman Herbort said the gas company would inspect.  Councilman Herbort made a motion to table the application, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: all ayes.

5. Highmark was a site plan, included by error.

6. 340 S Fifth Ave, Ronald Sanford, building a garage.  Scott Radden said his notes are included and he’s legal.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve his permit, seconded by Councilman Gargiulo.  Vote: all ayes. 
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Business Licenses:
Turner Bit Service was tabled again because no one appeared to speak about the license application. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve two new and nine renewal business licenses, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: all ayes.
Bills:

Councilman Cogdill made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Councilman Gargiulo.  Vote 4 ayes. Councilman Herbort opposed.

Councilman Herbort made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Gargiulo.
Meeting was adjourned at 7:45.
