

TOWN OF MILLS
July 6, 2011
A meeting of the Mills Town Council was called to order at 9:00 a.m.in the Conference Room at the Mills Town Hall, 704th Street. Present were Mayor Lavering and Councilmen Coleman, Herbort and Cogdill. 

Town Planner Scott Radden and Steve Kurtz discussed the building permit problem.  Mr. Kurtz said it was important that the conflicting ordinances, regarding who does what about building permits, be rewritten.  Scott Radden is working on check lists for the different types of permits, signs, fences, moving mobile homes, buildings, etc.  The check lists will help whoever does the permits. The Community Service Officer should sign zoning permits.  Building permits go to the council after being reviewed by Robert McPherson, Andy Hentzen, and Scott Radden.   The Town Clerk can sign moving permits for mobile homes moving into a mobile home park. Police Chief Jerry Endresen said that there should be a list of what needs a permit.  Mr. Kurtz said he would rough out an ordinance rescinding the conflicting ones and send it to Attorney Rob Hand for review. 
The Town Planner said he had three agenda items for the meeting tonight.

For the time being the police department will deal with nuisances like weeds and junk cars.

Councilman Herbort had concerns about trucks parking at the Conoco Station and asked about “no truck parking” signs.  The owner would have to erect the signs on his property.
“Mac” McPherson asked the council to consider waiving the tap fees for the new fire station on Robertson Road.  Councilman Herbort said “NO”.

Fire Chief Andy Hentzen said he would follow up on grants to recruit and retain volunteer fire fighters. The future of EMS Intermediate ratings’ future is unclear.  The two new firefighters will not cut the overtime for EMTs.   Chief Hentzen is pursuing a degree in fire science.  This is the first year he has had a “red card” allowing Mills to fight federal wild land fires.

Mayor Lavering said that Mills will have a surrogate attorney and Rob Hand had suggested John Chandler. 
Keeping Bob Miller on the payroll or dismissing him was discussed.

Meeting was adjourned at 11:15.
