

Town of mills      
August 10, 2011
A meeting of the Mills Town Council was held at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Town Hall at 704 4th Street.  Present were Councilmen Coleman Mayor pro tem, Herbort Cogdill and Pitts.  Mayor Lavering was absent.

Councilman Herbort had corrections to the minutes.  Councilman Herbort made a motion to approve the amended minutes, seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Vote: ayes

Chief Jerry Endresen gave the police report.  There were 492 calls in July. There are 26 applications for CSO.  The committee chose 10 to be interviewed on August 25 & 26.
Mayor pro tem Coleman gave the judge’s report.  $8,045.00 were collected in July.

Chief Andy Hentzen gave the fire report.  There were 113 calls in July.

Councilman Cogdill made a motion to have Chief Hentzen contact Pillar Structural Engineers to inspect the town hall, senior center and community center to see if the buildings are designed as shelters.  Councilman Herbort seconded.  Vote: ayes

Scott Radden gave the planner’s report. Mills’ code book is in the hands of Muni-Code’s attorney.

Councilman Herbort made a motion to award Grizzly Excavating the contract to replace the 20-26 waterline.  Councilman Cogdill seconded.  Vote: ayes
RESOLUTION 2011-17 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SUBMITTAL OF A 

CDBG GRANT APPLICATION TO THE WBC FOR THE PURPOSE OF FUNDING A WATER SUPPLY PLAN was passed on a motion by Councilman Cogdill, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes.  Councilman Herbort opposed. She wants a copy of the grant.
Richard Frankovic spoke about the Town of Mills/Fresca project.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the CMAR method of delivery, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes. The oversight committee should be chosen by and approved at the August 24 meeting.
Business Licenses:

New applications, Turner Bit Service and G’Ma’s Diner were approved and Rocky Mountain Testers was tabled on a motion by Councilman Cogdill, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Turner has the condition that he gets fire extinguishers. Eight renewal licenses were approved on a motion by Councilman Cogdill, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes
 At 7:35 Councilman Cogdill made a motion to go into Executive Session because of potential litigation, seconded by Councilman Herbort.
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At 7:55 the regular meeting was resumed. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to direct the police chief to initiate an investigation of a business and have Attorney Rob Hand draft a cease and desist letter for the mayor to sign.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes Councilman Pitts abstained.

Pay Bills:

Councilman Cogdill made a motion to cut off vouchers two days before the Tuesday morning meeting, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes

Councilman Cogdill made a motion to have a voucher list by Wednesday night meeting, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes

Councilman Cogdill made a motion that the vouchers must be signed before council approval. It was stated that the vouchers would have to be sent to GA., MN., and elsewhere and be returned to be approved.  Mayor Pro Tem asked who would sign Rocky Mountain Power.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to withdraw her motion, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes Councilman Herbort opposed.
Unfinished Business:

Chief Endresen said the Hideaway’s street party had no issues, no complaints.

Councilman Cogdill asked about the Tack Shop’s auction.  No date was set.
Chris Franklin representing Mike Cedar BMX asked to examine the stolen and lost bikes collected by the police.  If there are no issues after the advertising and if an auction is not required, Chief Endresen recommends that Mr. Franklin be allowed to choose which bikes he could use and the town would donate them.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to donate the bikes if there are no problems, seconded by Councilman Herbort. Vote: ayes.

Councilman Herbort made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Meeting was adjourned at 8:10.
