Q.  What’s that stuff you are putting on our streets?
A.  We use a product called “Ice Slicer, Ice Slicer is a product that is mined in Redmond, Utah.  It is reddish in color and made up of naturally occurring complex chlorides, magnesium, calcium, sodium, and potassium chloride.  It is less corrosive than salt and will melt ice faster and at lower temperatures than salt.

Q.  What can I do to minimize the effect of these materials on my car?

A.  We live in a harsh environment.  The simple answer is go to the car wash a little more often in the winter.

Q.  I notice that some materials leave a residue.  Do they stain?

A.  The residue is what is left after the Ice Slicer dissolves.  It has a residual effect and will still work when it starts to snow again.  It can be tracked on your tires or shoes but it will not stain clothing or carpets.
