

TOWN OF MILLS
September 14, 2011
A meeting of the Mills Town Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers in the Town Hall, 704 4th Street.  Present were Mayor Lavering, Councilmen Coleman, Herbort, Cogdill and Pitts.
Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 24 and 31 meetings, seconded by Councilman Coleman. Councilman Herbort asked that a letter she wrote explaining her vote on a Water Supply Plan Resolution be added to the minutes for the permanent record. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the minutes with the supplement, seconded by 
Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes
At 7:00 Mayor Lavering opened a Public Hearing to consider a request for a Special Use Permit to allow a veterinary hospital in an Established Business Zoning District on Lots 1-4 and 11-15, Block 47 Mountain View Suburb.  Town Planner Scott Radden gave the staff Report.  A site plan will be submitted at a later date.  The Planning and Zoning Board recommend a “do pass”.  No one spoke in favor; no one spoke in opposition.  The Public Hearing was closed at 7:08. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the request with conditions, seconded by Councilman Herbort. Vote: ayes
RESOLUTION 2011-20  A RESOLUTION APPROVING A SPECIAL USE PERMIT TO ALLOW A VETERINARY HOSPITAL IN AN ESTABLISHED BUSINESS (E-B) ZONING DISTRICT ON LOTS 1-4 AND 11-15, BLOCK 47 ADDITION TO THE MOUNTAIN VIEW SUBBURB was passed on a motion by Councilman Pitts, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes
At 7:10 Mayor Lavering opened a Public Hearing to consider renewing liquor licenses.

Patricia Gargiulo of Bayou Liquors spoke in favor of the license. No one spoke in opposition. Chief Endresen had no issues. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the Bayou license, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes

Laura Ryan of the Beacon Corp. spoke in favor of the license.  No one spoke in opposition. Chief Endresen had no issues.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the Beacon license, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes

Dawn Cundy spoke in favor of the Cundy Biz license.  No one spoke in opposition. Chief Endresen had no issues. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the Cundy Biz license, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes

Robin Stedman spoke in favor of the Hideaway Bar license.  No one spoke in opposition.  Chief Endresen had no issues.  Councilman Herbort made a motion to approve the Hideaway license, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes

Tom Lange spoke in favor of D’s Oregon Trail Bar license.  No one spoke in opposition. Chief Endresen had no issues.  Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve D’s Oregon Trail Bar license, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes
Henry Ho’s representative spoke in favor of Full House Chinese Restaurant license.  No one spoke in opposition.  Chief Endresen had no issues.  Councilman Herbort made a motion to approve the Full House license, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes

Lonn Peterson spoke in favor of the Baja Beach Co. license.  No one spoke in opposition. Chief Endresen has pending issues and asked the Council to table the license for further review.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to table the renewal of the license and ask that Mr. Peterson meet with the Council.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes.

Loren Norby spoke in favor the V.F.W. Post 10969 license. No one spoke in opposition.  Chief Endresen has pending issues and asked the Council to table the license for further review. Councilman Herbort made a motion to table the license, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes. The Public Hearing was closed at 7:25.

Pastor Jansen Bagwell spoke about “Book and a Burger” which is an outreach program focused on promoting literacy and healthy family relationships.  Currently the program is focusing on Mills and strives to encourage families to utilize literacy resources, and be aware of the other resources available to them. Betty Greer from Sensible Nutrition, Principal Tom and Jillian Riddle representing Cancer Resource Services spoke favorably about the program. Volunteers and money are always needed.
Chief Jerry Endresen gave the police report.  There were 484 calls in August, 2011.

Mayor Lavering read the judge’s report.  $11,450.00 were collected in August, 2011.

Chief Andy Hentzen gave the fire department report. There were 100 calls in August, 2011.

Scott Radden gave the planner’s report; busy.

BUILDING PERMITS

Matt Leslie talked about building a 1500 sq ft garage at 616 4th Street.  Setbacks are met but the building is 300 sq ft too big according to town ordinance.  He and Mr. Radden will meet and decide what to do.

David Garton did not appear, but it seems he has started building his addition before his building permit has been approved.  There was discussion about what to do.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to table the permit, seconded by Councilman Herbort; more discussion. Councilman Cogdill retracted her motion, more discussion.  Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve the permit, seconded by Councilman Herbort. Vote: ayes.  Councilman Cogdill opposed.
BUSINESS LICENSES

No one appeared for Rocky Mountain Testers.  Chief Hentzen said they should have a site plan. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve four new license applications and table Rocky Mountain Testers for the 4th time.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Pitts. Karen Hise spoke for Badger Daylighting Corp a hydro-excavating business. Wesley Shredden spoke for Integrity Auto Body.   Councilman Cogdill made a motion to limit the number of vehicles parked outside to three, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes.  Daniel Waddell spoke for Wild Horse Maintenance & Repair. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve four new business licenses with condition of 3 vehicles outside at Integrity Auto Body and table Rocky Mountain Testers.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve all the renewal licenses, excluding Pat’s Meat Discounter.  Councilman Herbort seconded the motion.  Vote: ayes

Attorney Rob Hand asked for an Executive Session because of possible litigation with Pat’s Meats.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to go into Executive Session, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Meeting was adjourned into Executive Session at 8:45. Regular Meeting was reconvened at 9:00. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to table Pat’s Meat Discounter license and ask Mr. Keating to attend the next meeting.  Motion was seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes.
PAY BILLS

Councilman Cogdill made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes

OPEN DISCUSSION

Stanley Shaw, 615 Brooks, talked about the rules of living in or storing stuff in an RV.  Mr. Shaw will meet with Town Planner Scott Radden regarding the gray areas of this ordinance.
Gloria Harmon, 513 Bison Circle, talked at length about problems with drainage at her residence. Mr. Radden, “Mac” McPherson and Mayor Lavering all explained what had happened with the developer and her property. Why her property flooded and what the town was doing to try and help with the problem even though her problems are not the responsibility of the Town of Mills. Ms. Harmon’s concerns should be taken up with the developer and the real estate company she bought her property from.
Lonn Peterson asked about his tabled liquor license application.  The council will contact him to set a meeting with them and the lawyer before his license expires October 14, 2011.  The council will also contact the VFW, also before the license expires.
