

Town of mills
September 28, 2011
A meeting of the Mills Town Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of the Town Hall at 704 4th Street.   Present were Mayor Lavering, Councilmen Coleman, Herbort, Cogdill and Pitts.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve the minutes of the last meeting, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes

WYOMING RESIDENT DESIGN FIRMS AS PER W.S. 16-6-1011(b) was approved on a motion made by Councilman Herbort, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes

Mayor Lavering announced the continuation of the Public Hearing opened at the September 14, 2011 meeting regarding liquor licenses.  Lonn Peterson spoke for renewal of the Baja Beach Company license.  Police Chief Jerry Endresen said there have been complaints, assaults and fights at the bar.  Mr. Peterson has had 6 assault charges filed since 2006.  He  said that the Baja policy is to avoid fights and the customers are all regulars and are known to him. The situation was discussed and it was decided that a probationary license would be approved with the following conditions: 1. The property is cleaned up 2.  A bouncer is hired, other than Mr. Peterson 3.  Outside lights and cameras are installed   4.  Employees, including Mr. Peterson, have recent TIPS training   5.  Mr. Peterson must complete an anger management class. These conditions should be met within six months. Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve the probationary license with the conditions.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes
Jay Norby, Quartermaster of VFW Post 10969, spoke for renewal of the VFW license.  Police Chief Endresen said there was an issue of gambling machines at the club; they would come and go. Mr. Norby said the machines will stay gone.  It was decided that a probationary license would be approved with the following conditions:  1. Absolutely no gambling 2.  All areas of the club are to be accessible to the police.  Mr. Norby said the only locked door was his office and he would leave a key with the on duty bartender so the police would have access to all areas of the club. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the probationary license with the conditions, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes
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BUSINESS LICENSES

Jim Robinson spoke for approval of the Rocky Mountain Testors license.  Fire Chief Andy Hentzen has completed his inspections.  The business is an oilfield hydro testing company and does its work in the field; the building is a holding facility.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the two new business licenses, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes   Councilman Herbort made a motion to approve four of the renewal licenses, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes   Pat’s Meat Discounter is a non-conforming use business and has constructed an addition without a building permit. The conditions to receive his business license are as follows:  1. Provide food for the Book and a Burger organization for six months 2.  Pay the building permit fee   3.  Make sure the safety issues with the building are cleared up and the building is up to code.  Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve the license with conditions.  Councilman Cogdill said it should be a probationary license and have a deadline of 10 business days to comply with the conditions.  Attorney Rob Hand said that probably would not be enough time to respond. It was decided to give Mr. Keating 10 business days to show the town his willingness to comply with the conditions.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Pitts.  She then decided she would abstain.  Councilman Coleman seconded the motion.  She cannot, she made the motion.  Councilman Cogdill seconded the motion.  Vote: ayes   Mayor Lavering will visit Mr. Keating and discuss with him the conditions of receiving his business license.

Councilman Coleman made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Vote: ayes.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Chief Endresen reported on the Community Service Officer (CSO) position.  She (Shannon DeWitt) has passed all the tests and requirements and has accepted the job.  She will start October 11, 2011.  Jason Smith will replace Dan Slattery as a police officer and will begin in approximately six weeks.

OPEN DISCUSSION

Matt Leslie, 616 Fourth St, requested the council to approve his building permit.  He plans a 1500 sq ft garage and already has the building kit on the property.  The council asked him to have his neighbors sign a petition agreeing to the garage. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve his building permit with the petition, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes.

Councilman Cogdill made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:45.
