

Town of mills

October 11, 2011
A work session of the Mills Town Council was held at 9:00 a.m. in the Conference Room of the Mills Town Hall at 704 4th St. Present were Mayor Lavering, Councilmen Coleman, Herbort, Cogdill and Pitts. 
Mayor Lavering said that Lonn Peterson, owner of the Baja Beach Co, was unhappy with the restrictions placed on his liquor license renewal.  He must meet all the restrictions in six months but he thinks they are excessive. 
Mike Coleman Foreman of Public Works said that work had begun on the 20/26 water replacement project.

Police Chief Jerry Endresen introduced Shannon DeWitt the Community Service Officer. She will begin training with Town Planner Scott Radden soon.  Chief Endresen said he had 17 bicycles to give away or auction, not enough to go through the hassle of getting then declared police property unless other departments had equipment to auction.

Fire Chief Andy Hentzen gave a report.  He cited Mike Herman for burning inside town limits.  Chief Endresen said the police cited him for living in a camp trailer on a single lot and excrement in buckets.  The health department is also involved.
Eugene Joyce, Managing Director of Wyoming Horse Racing LLC, requested permission to open Off Track Betting at the Beacon Club. Mills Ordinance states there is no illegal gambling.  Charles Moore was introduced as the Director of the Paramutual Commission in Wyoming.  This commission regulates the industry.  The state, the county and the town must all approve the location of OTB.  The process to allow an operator to set up business is long and strict.  If the police department, council, or anyone has questions or concerns he will answer them; communication is number one priority.  Mr. Joyce and Mr. Moore agree that OTB will have a positive effect on Mills and will be a financial benefit. The council had no objections.  It was decided the Mr. Joyce would apply for a business license which would or would not be approved at the October 12 Council Meeting.
Lt. Phil Crouch, and Officers Lindberg and Riddle asked the Councils permission to use the two empty bays attached to the Senior Center to set up the exercise room that was flooded out in the Town Hall basement.  Construction of a bathroom, additional lighting and replacing the garage doors with walls will be needed at some time. A cost estimate of the work will have to be given to the Council and the funds found before the construction can begin.  A wellness grant from the state was mentioned.
Town Planner Scott Radden told the Council about the vacate of a right away for Dave Bauer.  There will be a Public Hearing at October 12 meeting.  Mr. Bauer wants to allow Verizon to erect a 70’ tower on his property and needs the 20 foot right away for safety issues.  A permanent structure cannot be built on the vacated property.   The Planning and 
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Zoning Board will have a vacant position and would like permission to interview prospective members and get a list of anyone the Council knows who might be interested.  In the past a new member of the board was appointed by the Council with little or no input from the board. Mr. Radden said the conference call with Alyce Whitson from Muni Code would be at 8:30 a.m. October 19.  Councilman Cogdill stated she had objections to the Heads of Department getting the codes before the Council.  She said the Council did not have enough time to go over all the codes and whatever changes the Department Heads had made may not be approved by the Council. A loud argument ensued. At 10:55 Mayor Lavering left the meeting, returned, adjourned the meeting and verbally resigned.
Councilman Cogdill said a motion had not been made to adjourn so the Council continued the meeting with more discussion on the code book issue.  It was decided that Scott Radden would contact Ms. Whitson and ask to postpone the telephone conference.  The Council would meet with each Department Head and go over that section of the code book.

Ken Moore, WLC, has been asked to do a description of the Town’s boundaries. The last one was done in 1979.

Councilman Herbort made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Cogdill.

Meeting was adjourned at 11:25.
