

Town of mills      
October 12, 2011
A meeting of the Mills Town Council was held at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Town Hall at 704 4th Street.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Present were Mayor Lavering, Councilmen Coleman, Herbort, Cogdill and Pitts. 
Councilman Cogdill had a correction to the minutes; “should” should be changed to “shall on page one. Councilman Coleman made a motion to approve the amended minutes, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes

Chief Jerry Endresen gave the police report.  There were 527 calls in September. Judge Peek agrees with the video arraignments.  Attorney Rob Hand encourages the Council to seriously consider the project. Chief Endresen thanked the Public Works Department for cleaning up Sunny Acres Park.
Mayor Lavering gave the Judge’s Report.  $8,885.00 were collected in the two court sessions in September.
At 7:10 Mayor Lavering opened a Public Hearing. An application to vacate public right away-20 feet of the southerly portion of East Highway Street adjacent to lots 1 and 4, Bauer Addition.  Town Planner Scott Radden gave the staff report.  David Bauer spoke for the vacate No one spoke in opposition.

Chief Andy Hentzen gave the fire department report.
Town Planner Scott Radden gave a planner’s report. Mr. Radden talked with Alyce Whitson from Muni-Code; the meeting or telephone conference as been postponed until further notice.

GIS will soon be implemented and integrated into all municipalities through in house servers.
The exercise equipment can be moved into the empty space next to the senior center but the construction will have to wait for estimates and funding.  ARS will clean the mats.

BUILDING PERMITS
Wendell Bray, 20 S 6th Ave asked that his building permit for a roofed deck be approved. He has met all requirements.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the permit, seconded by Councilman.  Vote: ayes
No one was present to speak for the garage permit for Dave Stortz at 615 S 6th Ave.  Scott Radden said all requirements have been met.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the permit, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes

BUSINESS LICENSES
There were three new business licenses for approval.  Eugene Joyce, Managing Director of Wyoming Horse Racing, LLC asked to have permission to have OTB at the Beacon Club.  He has met state and county requirements.  The County Commissioners must meet and amend the resolution approving the license for Sidelines to the Beacon Club.  Off Track Betting should be up and running hopefully in about 10 to14 days.  Councilman Pitts made a motion to approve the 3 new business licenses, seconded by Councilman Cogdill.  Vote: ayes   Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the 3 renewal license applications, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes

Councilman Cogdill made a motion to pay the bills as signed tonight, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Scott Radden asked if the Planning and Zoning Board could make a list of questions and interview candidates for a vacant position on the board.  The Council agreed that they could.
Mr. Radden said a meeting to go over the code book chapters with the council and a department head could take up to three hours.  The first appointment is Tuesday, October 18 at 1:00 with Police Chief Jerry Endresen. Attorney Rob Hand said his roll should be after all the revisions are made, he should review the completed work.
Mr. Radden said it may cost $10,000.00 to have a legal description of Mills produced.  It is not necessary at this time as most places will accept a map of the Town.
Councilman Herbort made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Pitts.

Meeting was adjourned at 8:25.
