Councilman Herbort made a motion to approve the permit.  There was no second.  More discussion. Councilman Herbort withdrew her motion. Councilman Cogdill made a motion to table the permit until penalties could be researched.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Herbort. Vote ayes
