

TOWN OF MILLS
November 9, 2011

A meeting of the Mills Town Council was called to order at 7:00 in the Council Chambers at the Town Hall at 704 4th Street. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  Present were Mayor Lavering, Councilmen Coleman, Herbort, Cogdill and Pitts.
Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the minutes of the last meeting, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes

There was no police report as Police Chief Jerry Endresen was absent.

Mayor Lavering read the judge’s report.  $13,845.00 were collected in October.

Councilman Cogdill made a motion to postpone the November 23, 2001 meeting until November 30, 2011, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes
Councilman Cogdill made a motion to pay the vouchers as listed, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes

Councilman Cogdill wants new proposals on cleaning the floors of the municipal buildings.
Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the four renewal business licenses, seconded by Councilman Coleman. Vote: ayes
7:10 Mayor Lavering opened the Public Hearing  for the liquor license transfer from Robin Lee Stedman Sr. to Robin Lee Stedman Sr. and Madalene Ordes Stedman.   Madalene Ordes Stedman spoke in favor of the transfer.  Robin Lee Stedman Sr. spoke in favor.  No one spoke in opposition.  The Public Hearing was closed at 7:13.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to approve the transfer with the condition the state approves the license.  The motion was seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes
7:14 Mayor Lavering opened the Public Hearing for the request for a Special Use Permit to allow construction, contractor and equipment storage in an established business zoning district at 401 Crescent Dr. Town Planner Scott Radden gave the staff report for property owner Rodney Stalkup.  If the permit is approved, Dan Spurgin will buy the property from Mr. Stalkup. The Planning and Zoning Board recommend a “do pass” with conditions. Mr. Spurgin spoke in favor of the permit.  No one spoke in opposition. The Public Hearing was closed at 7:22.

RESOLUTION 2011-25 A RESOLUTION ALLOWING THE SPECIAL USE PERMIT TO ALLOW CONSTRUCTION, CONTRACTOR AND EQUIPMENT STORAGE IN AN ESTABLISHED BUSINESS ZONING DISTRICT AT 401 Crescent Dr. was passed with conditions on a motion by Councilman Cogdill, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes

ORDINANCE 572  AN ORDINANCE VACATING A PARCEL AND STRIP BEING 20 FEET  IN  WIDTH AND BEING A PORTION OF  EAST HIGHWAY STREET AND LYING ADJACENT TO THE NORTHERLY LINE OF LOTS 1 AND 4, BAUER ADDITION, TOWN OF MILLS was passed on third and final reading on a motion by Councilman Coleman, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Vote: ayes
Councilman Cogdill made a motion to award the contract for the fire hall resurfacing project to Treto Construction LLC, seconded by Councilman Pitts. Treto Construction’s low bid was $36,970.50.
RESOLUTION 2011-24  A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE VACATION AND REPLAT OF LOTS 1 AND 4 BAUER ADDITION, AND THE 20 FOOT WIDE PARCEL ON THE SOUTHERLY PORTION OF EAST HIGHWAY STREET INTO LOTS 1A AND 4 A BAUER NO 2 ADDITION was passed on a motion by Councilman Coleman, seconded by Councilman Herbort.  Vote: ayes.

Fire Chief Andy Hentzen gave the fire department report.  There were 91 calls in October;

11 fire, 62 ambulance and 18 miscellaneous.  The department did 2 EMS standbys.  The volunteer firefighters are interacting with the school kids to everyone benefit.

BUILDING PERMITS

John Johnston has applied for a building permit to build a porch.  The permit has not been approved but Mr. Johnston has built the porch.  Councilman Cogdill made a motion to deny the building permit, seconded by Councilman Pitts.  Attorney Rob Hand said the town could make a formal demand that Mr. Johnston tear down the porch. He could be charged through the courts and may subject to a $100.00 fine.  Councilman Cogdill amended her motion to deny the permit to; deny the permit and require Mr. Johnston to tear down the porch. Motion was seconded by Councilman Pitts. Councilman Cogdill asked if the permit could be denied and Mr. Johnston ticketed.  Attorney Hand said that it would be the jurisdiction of the court if the town commenced legal action. Councilman Cogdill retracted her last motion.  She made a motion to deny the permit only, seconded by Councilman Pitts. Vote: 4 ayes.  Mayor Lavering voted no.  

Sonny Pilcher requests a building permit to build a ramp to an exit and tear down the walls of the package liquor at the Beacon. Fire Chief Andy Hentzen agrees with the plans.  Councilman Herbort made a motion to approve the permit, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Vote: ayes
UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Stanly Shaw, 615 Brooks, had questions about “No Trespassing” signs; size of sign, size of lettering, how far apart, posted on the fence and how many. He wanted to know if he caught a trespasser on his property what he needed to win in court.  The Council and the Town Attorney cannot give legal advice to a resident.  The Mayor will do some research and contact Mr. Shaw.

There was more discussion on the building permit issue.

Councilman Herbort made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Councilman Coleman.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:50.
