

TOWN OF MILLS
November 8, 2011
A work session of the Mills Town Council was called to order at 9:00 a.m.in the Conference Room at the Mills Town Hall, 704th Street. Present were Mayor Lavering and Councilmen Coleman, Herbort, Cogdill and Pitts. 

Fire Chief Andy Hentzen introduced Ross Trotter, the newest paid fireman, to the Council and other attendees.

Community Service Officer Shannon DeWitt had several questions for the Council regarding what they wanted her to do about campers being lived in on lots; unlicensed vehicles, only one is allowed on a property; how high is too high for weeds.  There needs to be new ordinances written to address particular problems.

Fire Chief Andy Hentzen said ambulance revenue is up, the department has started painting fire hydrants, some need dug out, and some need retaining walls around them and some need raised. It is an ongoing project and will cost some money.  The fire department section of the code book is about done and will soon be sent to Scott Radden. Mayor Lavering asked the Council to give her a list of times they would be available for the meetings to go over the code book. She will draw up a schedule.
Director of Public Works “Mac” McPherson said the landscaping for the 20/26 water line project will be done in the spring. He and Engineer Shawn Gustafson recommend that the Council award the resurfacing around the fire station to Treto the low bidder.  The Engineer estimate was $83,300.00.  Treto’s bid was $36,900.00 (figures are rounded off).
The projects for consensus funds, radios, recycle bins, fire hall resurfacing, town hall flood and garbage truck were discussed.
Town engineer Shawn Gustafson gave an update on the Westside Topaz Addition project.  Andreen Hunt was selected CMAR (construction manager at risk).  Negotiations are in progress.  After they are completed Attorney Rob Hand will review the standard contract and it will be signed.  There may be a contract by the second council meeting in November. Mr. Gustafson said there are two new state statutes on local preference of professionals;  # 16-6-101 and 16-6- 1001.  Mills has to have on file in the governor’s office a document stating Mills is in compliance with those statutes. Mills may need to do this before the state releases the consensus funds.
Councilman Cogdill asked if there were mitigation funds available for drainage.  Brad Miskimins will be asked to look into it.
10:00 am: a short recess was called and the heads of departments except for the Town Clerk were dismissed.
